apply and sail numbers are therefore required on both sides of the jib sail and the main sail. Opaque tape may be used 
for sail numbers. the Sailing instructions, and EC12 Class rules. Eligibility: The regatta is open to all boats and this 
Notice of Race, the Sailing Instructions and further changes as posted by the Regatta Race Committee.

Directions to Regatta Venue: 
 

From East and Buffalo: take I-90 West, through PA, and about 25 miles; exit 224 is the exit for the Motel 6; To 

come to the pond, follow I-90 West to exit 218/ Geneva. Take Right off Exit 218 (South), Rt 534.  The Pond is 

Behind Pizza Hut. 
 

 

From South and Cincinnati: Exit I-271 off of I-71; take I-90 East, about 25 miles to the pond, follow I-90 

East to exit 218/ Geneva. Take Left off Exit 218 (North), Rt 534. The Pond is Behind Pizza Hut. 

 
 

From West and Michigan: Exit 142 / off of the Ohio Turnpike, to Ohio Rt. 2- East/ Cleveland.  Take Rt. 2, to 

I-71 SOUTH to I-480, then I-480 East to I-271.  Take I-90 East to exit 218/ Geneva.  Take Left off exit 

(North), Rt 534.  The Pond is Behind Pizza Hut.
