NOTICE OF RACE

1. Rules: regattas will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing including Appendix E, the Sailing
Instructions, the current Soling 1 Meter (S1M) Class Rules.

2. Eligibility: Membership: the regattas are open to members of the American Model Yachting
Association (or their own national authority), sailing propetly registered* boats of the Soling 1 Meter
yachts that have met regatta measurement. Trial memberships: those having an AMYA Trial
Membership are allowed to compete. Ownership: Entrants do not have to be owners of the Class to
participate.

* Properly registered yachts are those Soling 1 Meter yachts that are presently registered with the Class under the
name of the current owner, and carry a Registration Sticker (those issued after 1/1/15). Full Registrations
and Registration Stickers will be available at regatta Registration and Check-in for $7 U.S. (Non — U.S.
participants carry registration with their countries.)

3. Regatta Registration: Entrants may enter the SIM regatta by submitting fee and Registration form.
Advance Registration and payment required before August 15, 2022. Check-in and Measurement will
be at the regatta site during the times shown.

4. Regatta fees payable in advance (at Check-in for non-U.S. entrants) U.S. resident entrants: payment in
U.S. Funds via US Postal mail. Non-U.S. residents mail via post a registration form (only) to arrive by
Aug. 15, but pay at Check-in. Checks written against non-U.S. Banks will not be accepted.

A. Soling 1 Meter $ 110.00 Fee includes match racing, regatta racing and awards, lunches for skippers
on the 2 days of racing, Banquet on Friday evening, water at event. Additional Banquet; or
additional lunches available- see Registration form.

5. Regatta Check-in and Measurement: Measurement of all boats to be conducted at check-in.
A. Early check-in times: : Soling 1 Meter Wed. 9/21 9 AM- 12:00 PM
B. On day 1 of regattas: S1IM Sat. 9/24, 8:00 to 9:30 AM

6. Covid 19- Our primary concern is the health and safety of our competitors, race officials, volunteers,
guests, and all involved. The regatta committee will be implementing reasonable safety protocols, but
each individual must make personal choices about one’s own safety.

7. Race Management: | SIM: 5-15 Entries: Fleet Racing. HMS will be used for 16- 33 entries; for 34 or
more entrants, a 3-way system mixing boats into 3 fleets after each Heat.

8. Races: the maximum number of races will be held, within time and weather constraints. Five completed

races are required to be completed to constitute the championship.

9. Courses: at the RD’s discretion WLW or Triangle courses or combinations will be used; except the “Sail
GP” course with a close reach first and final leg may be used in certain wind conditions; See: Appendix A
